Cathy Barrow shares preZerve’s appreciation for good food. She is an authority on food preservation, canning, charcuteries and cheese making. In 2009, she started her food blog Mrs. Wheelbarrow's Kitchen, which became widely popular. She has been featured on NPR Morning Edition and co-created Charcutepalooza - a yearlong challenge in cooking and curing meat. Barrow recently published her first cookbook, Mrs. Wheelbarrow's Practical Pantry, which covers food preservation topics like canning and cheese making.
