Celebration of Food Preserving: Winter Jamboree at Artifact Coffee
Baltimore, MD – January 16, 2015 - preZerve, a Baltimore business that teaches home canning workshops, is partnering with Artifact Coffee to host Winter Jamboree: Celebrating a Year of preZerve on February 27. In honor of preZerve’s one-year anniversary, the event will feature food, drinks, games and special guest Cathy Barrow, author of Mrs. Wheelbarrow's Practical Pantry. 

Founded in January 2014 and funded by Kickstarter in July, preZerve’s founders, Laura Griffin and Zenobia Taylor-Weiss, have a simple mission:
“We don’t simply want to teach a few people how to can - we want to bring back a lost art.” 
With the rise in urban farming and home canning in Baltimore and across the country, preZerve is proud to be part of the movement. This past year, they have hosted a range of workshops at places like the 29th Street Community Center and Hybridoma Organic Fruit Farm, a pick-your-own berry farm. More recently, together with local organization, #breakingbread, they led an applesauce canning workshop that taught participants the basics of water bath canning and let them take home their own jar of applesauce.  

“Learning how to can is not only fun, but affordable,” says Taylor-Weiss. “For us, it’s about more than just making jams, it’s about cultivating an intimacy with our food, which is not only delicious, but practical, intentional, and sustainable.” 

Artifact first hosted preZerve in August, as part of a stone fruit jam demonstration that showed attendees how to can seasonal fruit. With a full year under their belt, preZerve is looking forward to another year full of events and is happy to celebrate with an event that’s all about good food and a good time.
